Checkerboard Slippers

Class Description:  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Let the gift making begin!  This fun checkerboard knit slipper will fit children and adults alike.  Have fun choosing coordinating yarns.  Warm toes and a springy sole for your friends and family, guaranteed.  Puff paints can be added to the bottom of the sole for non-slip wear.  Sample knit in Jellibeenz.   

Materials: Worsted-weight yarn in two colors: 100 yds per color for children, 200 yds per color for adults; size 6 9” straight needles; basic knitting tool kit; pattern provided by instructor.

Continental Knitting

Class Description:  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Knitting Continental style involves holding the yarn in your left hand and “picking” it, as opposed to holding the yarn in your right hand and “throwing” it (English style). When you hold the yarn in your right hand, you have to let go of your knitting in order to “throw” the yarn around the needle when making a stitch. You also have to let go of your knitting in order to bring the yarn forward or back between the needles when switching between knitting and purling (when ribbing, for example).  When you hold the yarn in your left hand, you never have to let go of your needles. If you’re interested in knitting more comfortably or with greater speed, this class is for you! This is also an important skill to know for two-handed color knitting. 

Materials: Worsted weight yarn & appropriate sized needle.

Finishing Techniques

Class Description: Proper seaming can make the difference between “homemade” and “handcrafted” garments. Learn to pick stitches, sew sides with the mattress seam, backstitch armhole seams, bind off shoulders with three needles, work around a button hole, properly sew on a button and weave in ends. Proper block techniques will be discussed.

Level: Students must bring completed sweater pieces to assemble in class. 

Materials: Yarn tapestry needle, blocking pins, buttons, and yarn from your sweater.

Fixing Mistakes

Class Description: This class is becoming a perennial favorite. Do you spend a lot of time ripping out all of your knitting because you make a mistake?  Can you identify it, 
but don’t know what to do about it?  You will learn how to recognize and undo unsightly stitches, how to use a crochet hook to pick up “dropped” stitches; and how to align your stitches on the needle to avoid “crossed” stitches.  Best of all, you will only undo a few stitches, not rows upon rows, to undo an error missed several rows ago.  

Homework  Required:  to be completed before the class.  Bring a stockinette swatch about 4 inches square still on the needles to recreate some of these situations.  
Materials: Use worsted weight yarn and appropriate needles, and an “F” or “G” crochet hook.

Fylingdales Cardigan
Class Description:  Fylingdales is a traditional Gansey style cardigan that originated in fishing villages in the British Isles. It features cables and seed stitch patterning along with a stockinette background. It is worked in one piece from the bottom up, then the sleeves are picked up from the finished body and knit down in the round for a simple no sew finish.  Its straight forward construction and basic patterning make it a great introduction to aran knitting from a chart. 
Level: Intermediate

Materials: Book, “A Fine Fleece” by Lisa Lloyd, 2-4 skeins of Cascade’s EcoWool or Donegal Tweed with yardage according to size, or any yarn that knits to gauge. Sample is knit in EcoWool, size 42” on size 8 and 6 needles. Your needle size will depend on your gauge. All basic knitting tools.
Homework:  Must get gauge of 4 sts per inch in stockinette stitch, and bring the swatch to the first session.

Technique Class: Tubular Cast-on
Class Description:    Learn this fantastic cast-on for socks, mittens, hats, and sweaters! 

Level: Intermediate/Advanced
Materials: Any smooth yarn and appropriate size double-pointed needles or circulars (the yarn label will recommend a needle size) for practicing technique; instructions provided by instructor; basic knitting tool kit.

Undulating Waves  Scarf

Class Description:    Beads complement a waving lace pattern to make this elegant scarf  a perfect treat for yourself or a lovely gift.    You will practice right and left leaning decreases and learn to manipulate beads within your stitches to accomplish the changing directions of the “waves”.
Level: Intermediate/Advanced
Materials: Students should download the Heather Undulating Waves Scarf pattern from Ravelry ($4).  One 400-450 skein of fingering weight yarn (hand dyed sock yarn is perfect for this.  Sample is from The Periwinkle Sheep.   One packet of size 6/0 beads; size 6 needles (Straights recommended);  stitch markers; basic knitting tool kit.
